OVERVIEW

Under the Supervision of the Program Director, the Site Supervisor will work closely with Co-Program Directors, clinical
staff, and student interns of the Long Beach Trauma Recover Center (LBTRC) Project to:

e Provide consultations, evaluations, and mental health care to victims of violence, including psychological and
substance abuse history; assess patient’s current needs and treatment recommendations.

e QOversee day-to-day operations at the Long Beach Trauma Recovery Center, including oversight of administrative
and clinical staff and student program.

e Document all interactions and care initiatives taken with patients; review progress and effectiveness of services;
perform mental status examination.

e |dentify symptoms and signs of psychiatric disorders; comprehensively assess, diagnose and treat symptoms

e Conduct suicide risk evaluations according to protocols; clinical review, data/chart reviews, documentation

e Assist patients applying for Victim Compensation Benefits, community programs and services

o Apply community standard of practice for non-medical treatment and ethical standards

e Contribute ideas to implement new treatment, training, and prevention programs

e Prepare clinical reports to include diagnoses, prognoses, and treatment plans

e Participate in and document Multidisciplinary Treatment Team meetings

e Represent facility at formal and informal settings regarding mental health issues

e Report child/elder abuse, danger to staff/others, duty to warn situations

e Establish therapeutic relationships with patient’s family/caregiver

e Provide support staff with reports and information for data entry

e Facilitate the transition between various areas of the institution

e Act as Clinician-of-the-Day; allow availability to work on-call; this is a hybrid 3-day on-site and 2-day remote
position.

e Adhere to all mandated regulations, policies and procedures

e Consult with colleagues and managers on difficult cases

e Communicate treatments and collaborate with staff

e Qversee all interactions with CSULB Research Foundation Human Resources.
