      6.  SPECIAL ORDERS:
6.1 Report of the President – Time Certain 2:15

President Alexander reported that the university processed 63,000 applications, which is approximately 8,000 more applications than last year. The university has never received this many applications before. 

The President asked that anyone who knows a student teacher who would like to participate in the Apple Awards Loan Forgiveness Program remember that the closing date on this award is May 18, 2007. This award would give a deserving teacher 4 years or $19,000 worth of loan forgiveness if they teach Math and Science classes in the state of California. Please let the President’s office know of any deserving student.
There has been news coverage of the unhealthy relationship between banks, financial aid vendors and universities, but CSULB has not been a part of the controversy because we use a blind bid process to avoid any impropriety. The President stated that there are bills in Congress addressing the issue of conflict of interest between loan institutions and colleges. 
President Alexander said there has been talk about the increase in student fees here at CSULB being a problem or too expensive but our increase is still lower than any other institution out there and 29% of our budget comes from student fees.  Any change to the student fees would greatly affect the CSULB because those funds are needed. 
The President stated that approximately 40% of our students are Pell Grant recipients and that low income families will be held harmless with any increase.

The President answered Vincent Del Casino’s question with regard to privatization of the lottery by saying that it is a lot harder to do than one would imagine and that his office is keeping an eye on that issue if it comes before the legislature. The President believes that health insurance plan changes are more pressing.

7. UNFINIISHED BUSINESS AND MATTERS POSTPONED FROM PREVIOUS MEETINGS
7.1
Discontinuance of the B.A. in Liberal Studies, Track II (AS-721-07/CEPC/URC) – SECOND READING – the discontinuance was M/S/P.
7.2
CSULB Principles of Shared Community (AS-719-07/EC) – SECOND READING. Hiro Okahana, Vice President of the Associate Students, noted the three (3) word change in paragraph three. It was asked of the Senate if there were any additional amendments. David Huckaby proposed a friendly amendment for clarification: to add “replaces 00-06” underneath the approval of the President. Alexandra Jaffe asked why the language of the second paragraph had been removed and Praveen Soni, Chair of the Academic Senate, explained that it contained a lot of anti-discrimination language and it was felt that the language removed should be confined to the anti-discrimination policy statement 03-09. Margaret Merryfield, AVP of Academic Personnel, introduced a friendly amendment to restore the last sentence of the first paragraph. This was M/S. The policy statement in its entirety as amended was M/S/P. 

7.3 Revised GE Policy (AS-716-07/GEGC/CEPC) - SECOND READING. The policy was reviewed ad seriatim. The amendments proposed by Cecile Lindsay were addresses by Lisa Maxfield, General Education Curriculum Coordinator. She was trying to create learning outcomes and a sense of cohesiveness in the GE curriculum. She says that what has changed is packaging not content. There were some name changes to conform to the new schema from the Association of American Colleges’ LEAP (Liberal Education and America’s Promise) information booklet. Chair Soni asked David Huckaby, Chair of the CEPC, if Lisa Maxfield’s amendments would be considered “friendly”. David Huckaby’s response was “no” because what Dr. Maxfield is proposing is different from what the council presented. Sharon Olson wanted clarification that the Academic Senate was voting on items 2.1, 2.2, 2.3, and 2.4 only. The reply was affirmative. Vincent Del Casino noted that section 2.3 and 2.5 have the same title. In response, Senator Merryfield pointed out that Lisa’s amendment, if approved, would replace the current language with something more substantive in terms of outcomes. Ken Curtis hoped that his amendments would replace the soft skills language with hard skills language where the knowledge can be assessed. William Johnson expressed the idea of a potential conflict and that it would seem smart for the opposing sides to get together and discuss the language issues. Cecile Lindsay was happy that GE assessment was taking place now and was excited about the changes to come. She felt that no hard assessment skills be written into the policy. 
Chair Soni thanked Karen Clippinger, Jay Kvapil, Keith Freesemann, Ken Curtis, Lisa Maxfield, David Huckaby, and William Johnson for the amendments they submitted for consideration. Chair Soni announced at this time that there would be another Academic Senate meeting on Thursday, May 17, 2007 at 2:00 PM to continue discussion of the proposed changes to the GE Policy. 

Tulin Mangir expressed the importance of separating the policy language from the assessment language. Kirstyn Chun, felt that Ken Curtis’ amendment seemed more of a “value” set rather than a “skills” set. Brenda Vogel asked why the committees of Cecile Lindsay and David Huckaby were not working together.  Cecile Lindsay stated that the area her group is working on is repackaging the document. Keith Freesemann said that section 3.5 would be more appropriate in the University 100 policy (PS 79-15) and he recommends an amendment to do so. David Huckaby agreed that it would be a friendly amendment. The amendment for this section was M/S/P.  
At this time Betsy Decyk thanked the staff of the Academic Senate, Beth Smith, Kiry Meng, Laura Garcia, and Donna Reese, for their work this year. Shefali Mistry, President of the Associated Students, Inc., expressed her thanks to the Academic Senate for passing the Shared Community policy (AS-719-07/EC).
