Provost Para moved to amend the amendment of Section 7 page 3 of the minutes to read as follows:


“Interim Provost Donald Para stated that while faculty should be involved in decisions regarding the distribution of funds, in response to a question from Senator Schurer, he did not think it was appropriate to leave the ultimate decision regarding allocation of funds to the Academic Senate Executive Committee.  The quality of the proposals, based on established criteria, is evaluated faculty.  He stated that the reasons in support of college-based allocations include giving colleges flexibility to match college priorities with allocations.  Another reason for college-based decisions is to limit the possible negative impact on the evaluation of proposals from faculty whose prime work is not shared or transmitted through academic writing (e.g. areas of the arts or engineering).”
The amended minutes were moved and seconded.

The amendment was deemed friendly by Senator Schurer, mover of the original amendment.

CFA President Yamada reported that the next meeting of the campus coalition would be June 15th at 1:00 pm in the Anatol Center. The subject of the meeting will be planning in anticipation of the May revise and preparation for summer lobbying. The AAUP summer Institute will be from July 29-Aug 1 at San Diego State.  CFA President Yamada will be speaking on restructuring at the plenary meeting.  

She informed the Senate about the world wide trend towards reducing course requirements for majors and general education courses and a trend toward privatization and program elimination. The CFA is working to maintain a fair and transparent process to maintain educational integrity.

SPECIAL ORDERS

6.1 Report of the President—2:30 pm TIME CERTAIN

The President expressed his thanks to Chair Soni for his service as Senate Chair and for his energy on many important issues. The President announced the selection of Karlene Hoo as Associate Vice-President for Research & External Support. 

The President criticized a recent report that the CSU has higher levels of anxiety and suicide than comparable universities.  The researchers have been asked to reanalyze the data. In his view, the report demonstrated shoddy research and problems with its methodology.
A plan has been worked out to continue the popular UPass program. It will continue to be free during the Fall and Spring terms. During summer it will be limited to low cost passes and coupons.

He stated that he will sign the Climate commitment. The campus is already doings many things to decrease our carbon footprint. 
A lawsuit has been filed over moving summer school to self-support.  A ruling on the injunction is expected on Tuesday. Summer school will have to be canceled if the injunction goes against the CSU. 

In response to a question by Senator Fradella, CFA President Yamada informed the Senate that CFA has sided with students in the summer school lawsuit.  

The President reported that we hope to see continued support for higher education in the May revise. We will fight all summer, but revenues are still down so it won’t be easy. If we get the additional funding it will mean significant improvements in access for transfer students. There is a tremendous back log of transfer students. He urged everyone to keep an eye on students. The end of the academic year is a stressful time. Students can be referred to CAPS.

Dixie Grimmett is retiring. The University is grateful to her for her service.
There is talk in Washington about a federal jobs bill could mean 2.8 billion dollars for education in California. It would include Maintenance of Effort clauses that would put pressure on Sacramento not to cut us.
Senator C. Chavez asked about financial aid for summer. The President responded that there was financial aid available for summer. Pell grants can be used for summer school.
7 UNFINISHED BUSINESS


7.1 Committee on Athletics Charge and Composition (AS-816-09/AS) ---SECOND READING

Senator Vogel moved to amend the item based on changes suggested by Senator Ambrose. The amendments were accepted as friendly with no objections.
The item as amended received its second reading and was passed without dissent.
7.2 Amendments to the General Procedures and Membership Structures (AS-818-09/EC)---SECOND READING
There were no questions or amendments. The item was moved, seconded and passed. There was one nay vote.
8 NEW BUSINESS 


8.1 Resolution on Senate Council Meeting Times (AS-819-09/EC)---FIRST READING/Waiver

Senator Del Casino moved the first reading. The motion was seconded by Senator Fradella.  Senator Del Casino spoke to it.  The goal was to prevent overlaps and scheduling conflicts. FPPC meetings would be moved from the first and third Friday of the month from 12:30 pm to 2:30 pm to the second and fourth Tuesdays of the month from 12 noon to 2:00 pm. URC would be moved from the first and third Tuesdays of the month from 1:00 pm to 3:00 pm to the first and third Tuesdays of the Month from 12 noon to 2:00 pm.
Senator Del Casino moved to waive the First Reading and proceed to the Second Reading. Senator Fradella seconded the motion. Senator Fisher objected to the short notice. Since the matter is not urgent it would be better to wait until the Fall to consider the matter.  Senator Caron seconded Senator Fisher’s motion. The question was called and the motion to delay until the Fall was defeated.
Senator Caron stated that he appreciated the problems with conflicts, but it was also good to make people make a choice and not over commit. The current arrangement created more opens slots to allow more people to participate.  The measure might have unintended consequences.
Senator Del Casino agreed in principle with Senator Caron. It would be optimal if people would pick one but since that was not the case we should make scheduling easier. The reality is that we have a few people doing many jobs.
Senator O’Connor also agreed in principle with Senator Caron, but the reality is that the overlap in meeting times between the URC and the Executive Committee has made it difficult at times to make quorum.

Senator Fisher asked about the rationale for moving the FPPC from Friday. Senator Vollendorf responded that it was hoped that by moving the meeting from Friday it would increase the pool of people available to serve.
8.2 Task Force on the Sustainability (AS-820-09/EC)---FIRST READING/Waiver

Senator Del Casino moved the First Reading. The motion was seconded by Senator C. Chavez. Senator Del Casino spoke in support.  The Task Force is a necessary part of implementing the climate commitment resolution already passed by the Senate.  We get to set our own deadlines.  Many of the requirements of the Climate Committee are included in Assembly Bill 32.  This would be a long lived task force working on long term goals.
Senator C. Chavez spoke in support. The ASI has passed resolution in support of the climate commitment.  
Senator Del Casino moved to waive the First Reading and proceed to the Second Reading. The motion was seconded.
The question was called and the motion to waive the first reading was passed without dissent.
In response to a question by Senator Schurer, it was confirmed that all faculty members of the taskforce would be selected by the Academic Senate. In response to a question by Senator Hamm, it was confirmed that Lecturers and CAPS personnel would be eligible to serve on the taskforce.
Senator Vollendorf clarified that there would be seven faculty overall on the task force. They would be nominated by the Nominating Committee and confirmed by the Senate in the same way as other appointments.
The question was called and the item was passed without dissent.
