6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: President Para (TIME CERTAIN: 2:15 p.m.)
· Federal Government is currently in “shut-down”. 

· Board of Trustees update: Collective bargaining is being discussed as unions come into an agreement with CFA and CSUEU with the CSU about potential salary increases.   

· Committee on Educational Policy, including the CSU Chancellor, made a great summary presentation for the Governor.  

· A budget request was submitted to the Governor by the CSU Administration to help improve CSU education and infrastructure. Issues include addressing necessary maintenance in the Universities.  

· ACR 73: We are increasing the number of faculty hires now that the budget is stable. 

· Once a year the University acknowledges one student for academic achievement. Graduate Student Ana Chou, Counseling, was chosen from 23 students. She will receive a $3,000 scholarship. 
· King Alexander was granted President Emeritus status last week by the BOT. 

· Chancellor White will be visiting the campus and will have an Open Forum on October 14th at 3:30 p.m. in the Anatol Center. 

· To answer Senator Schurer’s questions, there is talk about community colleges granting a four-year education but it does not seem to have much traction.  

6.2 Report: CFA, Teri Yamada 
Senator Schurer made announcements on her behalf. 

· Bargaining will begin on October 9th. The CFA bargaining team will be on campus 12-2 p.m. in the Anatol Center to talk to faculty members about what they feel is important to discuss in the bargaining process. He then urged faculty to complete the “Bargaining Survey”. 
· The modest faculty pay raise will show in the paychecks on December 1. 

· The BOT lacks a faculty trustee representative. CFA has suggested two faculty representatives but one has not yet been elected by the Governor. 

6.3 Report: CSU Statewide Academic Senate, Praveen Soni 
Senator Soni gave a power point presentation. 

6.4 Report: E-Advising, Lynn Mahoney, Tom Enders (TIME CERTAIN:  2:35 p.m.)

7.1 Proposal: Academic Centers and Institutes: Policy on Formation and Review (AS-904-12/FPPC/EC), SECOND READING (TIME CERTAIN: 3:00 p.m.) 
· The Document continued amendments on 2.3.16
After some discussion, the amendment was approved. 

· 3.1: The amendment in this section was made to match the language in 2.1 and 2.2. The amendment was accepted. 

· 3.1.1: An amendment was to remove the language “..and its fiscal autonomy and solvency are vital”. A discussion ensued regarding the amendment, what it means and how the Centers and institutes it will be affected passed.

 The amendment to strike the language did not pass. 

· 3.1.2: An amendment to remove this line altogether was recommended due to the lack of understanding or clarity in its contents. After discussion to clarify the meaning based on the general context of the document, the amendment was withdrawn. 
· 4.1 An amendment to change the language in the first sentence. After clarification, the amendment was approved by unanimous consent. 

The request to strike the second sentence was withdrawn. 

· 4.2. The amendment to strike “Operations” due to redundancy in wording was approved by unanimous consent. 
The request to change the sentence based on a prior straw poll to apply (where applicable) “Department Chairs and Directors” into the language. This change was approved.
· 4.3.1 To add “School Directors” based on a prior straw poll. The amendment was approved. 
· 4.3.2 An amendment was to add a paragraph in this section of the document. The amender, Senator Fradella asked to amend his own amendment. This change will be discussed on the next meeting.
