5. REPORTS OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES: None
6. SPECIAL ORDERS
6.1 Report: President Para 
· Congratulated the new ASI leaders in their newly elected positions. 
· Congratulated the Journalism Department for its accreditation. 
· Thirteen students from the Physics Department will be pursuing Doctorate degrees. 

· CSULB’s Jazz Ensemble, Pacific Standard Time, won the prestigious Down Beat Award for the fourth time in a row. 
· The Concert Jazz Orchestra also won the Down Beat Award for the best instrumental ensemble in the country.
· CSULB was recognized as 5th among “Best in the West” institutions by U.S. News & World Report’s 2014 Best Colleges Guide. We were also acknowledged as “Best Value” by the Princeton Review. Last week Time Magazine used the Obama matrix that measured all institutions based on accessibility, affordability, and graduation rates. CSULB rated #10 out of 1,800 schools in the United States. 
· This year we reached a new record of graduates in our history: 9,242.
· The Statewide Student Research Competition this year was held at CSU East Bay. Four winners were CSULB students (three 1st place and one 2nd place), all from CLA. 

President Para will be retiring shortly and was acknowledged for his outstanding service at CSULB.

Recommended that faculty members read their CFA emails about bargaining and budget/benefit updates. The Union is currently waiting for the May revise of the state budget. 

As outgoing CFA President, Teri Yamada was recognized and thanked for her service. She will continue in her role as CLA Senator in the next academic year.

Senator Haberstroh introduced Joseph Phillips as the newly elected ASI President for 2014-15. 

6.4 Report: Task Force on the Study of Languages at CSULB (TIME CERTAIN: 2:45 p.m.)

Due to the meeting falling behind by 15 minutes, the Senators unanimously approved suspending the agenda to cover this report.

Chair O’Connor stated that this report will be further reviewed in the Fall 2014 semester by the Executive Committee and by the Academic Senate. 
7. UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
7.1 Proposal: Policy on Consensual Relationships
(AS-940-14/FPPC/EC) SECOND READING (TIME CERTAIN: 3:00)
The term, “Covered Individuals” was approved by the Academic Senate to refer to “Students and any individual who is currently teaching, evaluating, counseling, coaching, advising, and/or supervising that student” throughout the rest of the policy. 
2.3 Senator Jaffe explained that including the term “has been” is necessary so it protects students who were formerly involved in relationships as this may still affect the teaching and learning relationship today.
A vote ensued to include “has been” where applicable throughout the document:

Approve: 29 

Oppose: 22 

This wording was included in the policy. 

After a discussion about the disclosure of a relationship in paragraph 2.3, a vote ensued:
Approve: 50
Oppose: 5
Section 2.3 passed.  

Section 2.3.1: Senator Fradella indicated the logic behind adding this paragraph. After discussion regarding the wording, a vote ensued: 
Approve: 49
Oppose: 9

This section was approved.

Section 2.3.2 was put to a vote:

Approve: 47 

Oppose: 8

This section passed. 

Senator Chun gave a brief explanation regarding the reason for adding section 2.3.3 which touches upon how sexual harassment or exploitation may be handled if it were to take place. Discussion demonstrated concerns with the content of the paragraph.   
A vote ensued to include the paragraph:

Approve: 13

Oppose: 42
This paragraph was not approved. 

After discussion, a vote ensued to approve Section 2.4 with its amendments. The section was approved.  

Section 2.5 with a minor grammatical change was approved.
A vote to approve the policy as amended ensued:

Approve: 49

Oppose: 5

This policy passed.
