Item 5.1 BeachBoard 2.0 (ANGEL Learning) Implementation Update 
	Leslie Kennedy, Director of BeachBoard Services in the Office of Academic Technology, provided an update on the progress of implementing BeachBoard 2.0 powered by Angel Learning.  She referred the committee to the LATS website, http://www.csulb.edu/lats/itss/index.shtml
which detailed the various resources and information required for conversion from BlackBoard to Angel Learning.  Leslie explained how she is working with CSULB/People Soft.  She also offered FACT members the opportunity to pilot the use of BB 2.0 this summer 2009.  The key to the success of the conversion is communication and timely professional development.  
*One issue to consider in future FACT meetings was to make a recommendation for the length of time records should be retained on BeachBoard 2.0 before they are archived.

	Item 5.2
Campus Testing Center

	Larry Martinez (CLA) and Bill Grissom (CTPAC), discussed how they prepared computer labs in the College of Liberal Arts for secure testing using a software program, Insight.  The program worked in Windows with a parallel system Mac OS/Windows.  One concern was the limitation of larger class sizes compared to the number of available seats in a lab.
	Action: Chair Boyd-Batstone requested that they continue to pursue the testing center with AVP for OAT Don Gardener with the intention of making a recommendation to the Provost.

Item 6.1

Testing Center for On-line courses
	As the campus provides more on-line courses the need for secure, proctored testing arises.  
For example, Patricia Rozee, Ph.D., Professor of Psychology currently lives in Oregon and holds on-line courses.  She provided a rationale for a testing center via email.  Her reasons included:  verification of the student’s ID, proctoring to eliminate uses of handheld devices or headphones to reduce cheating, and as a way to foster course evaluations.

FACT discussed what it had in place at this time and the possibilities for the Office of Academic Technology (OAT) remodeling project.

Initially it was decided to gather information from Webber State and CSU-system wide to develop recommendations to the Provost for Short Term, Mid-Term, and Long Term plans for a testing center.
