II. US News/NCTQ Survey of Teacher Preparation:

–Karen Hakim-Butt and Steve Turley shared about this national look into teacher prep programs

–concerns exist regarding methodology (e.g., types of data collected), selectivity, analysis…

III. TPA Update:
–Steve Turley gave updates; in fall CSULB paid $40/task for assessment and seemed to go well; helped alleviate time from instructors; shared passing/failing rates (to date, SSCP and MSCP only have small number students who have completed program, but have not passed all TPAs)

–CSULB and CA will need to look at long-term solutions

IV. Single Subject Program Update:

–Karen Hakim-Butt shared that SSCP continues to have lowering admissions 

–in spite of budget situation, this fall (2011) will have large student teaching cohort

V. Other Updates:

​–Ed Specialist (Leonard-Giesen): “clearing” now requires districts to have practicum piece; will be more like an “induction” program

–Multiple Subject Program (Isbell): enrollment continues to decline, due to job market situation; greater % of ITEP students, with % of post-bac students on decline

–U Teach (Gomez): new 5 student cohort; students take methods on-site where student teaching

–CSULB only active Latin credential program; receiving local, national, and international response/interest
