New Business

1.  Linked Learning update:  Jared Stallones gave us an overview of the Linked Learning project:
· Summer of 2011: LBUSD, CSULB along with the Chancellor’s office worked to obtain grants to pilot a Linked Learning group

· Linked Learning can be described as an approach to secondary education built on career themes, in order to prepare students both career and college bound
· The new pilot program will be at Millikan High School, with CSULB students taking their education coursework and doing their observations/field work at Millikan, in a clinical practice model.
· Grant support is also in place for a co-teaching model, not so much a “student teaching” model as it is a co-teaching model with resident teachers.

· EdD research component to report on results, with the goal of developing a scalable model for the CSU system.
Jared is currently working with the EDSS 300 students in order to get an initial group going for the spring of 2012, with the EDSE instructors working to integrate Linked Learning concepts into their coursework for this group.
