I. Carol Riley: Teaching Credential Comparison Report 2009-2010

· See full report at www.ctc.ca.gov
· CSULB is the #3 producer of teacher credentials in the state

· Audit of professional practices (fitness of candidates to go into teaching & fitness of current teachers): over 1200 misconduct cases disclosed

· New standards in Special education and Bilingual added authorizations programs are in process at CSULB

· State discussion of teacher leadership: Mobility of teachers to move up in their career but not have to leave their classrooms

· College of Education will  go through another NCATE accreditation cycle in 2013

II. Approve minutes from last meeting Feb 16, 2010
· J. Zacher-Pandya motioned to approve; L. Isbell seconded

· Approved unanimously

III. L. Mahoney: Highly Valued Degree Initiative

· Reported 54% graduate rate for the last 2 years

· Big improvement in graduation rates for underrepresented groups

· Must close achievement gap across colleges (See Concept Mapping of Current Projects Report)

· Push to support students at junior and senior level towards successful completion within majors through proactive advising vs. reactive advising

· Colleges and departments must take more responsibility of their students to support them via access & achievement

· Timely Graduation for Undergraduate Students Policy

· Writing Proficiency Policy & Infrastructure

· Impacted programs: Lower division major policy to achieve GPA of 2.4. or 2.5 for LST majors, for example, to help native students who were being held to transfer students’ GPA, which are typically much higher and or a moving target

· Beach Learning Community (BLC): In 2007 began triple prebac learning community (e.g. linked courses, cohort community, access to free tutoring, writing tutoring, intrusive advising a minimum of 3 times). Now mandatory for all triple pre-bac students

· Results of BLC success rates are high for Fall 09 and Fall 2010: 88% passing rate for writing; fall persistence = 98%; fall probation rate at all-time low

· Early Start: Attempt for students to complete development coursework earlier; beginning 2012, students will have to take 1-unit writing or math (or both) summer course at any CSU course if you’re a pre-bac student
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
