Meeting Minutes 

December 8, 2006

Meeting Called to order at 2:05 pm.

Approval of Agenda: unanimously approved.

Approval of Minutes: minutes from the Nov. meeting approved with following correction:

Announcement:

1. Lesley Farmer has text coming out around March, which she edited, and the royalties will go to a scholarship fund for library programs.

Library Renovation Update:

1. As of 12/7/06 the contractor was late and indicated that Phase 2 would be pushed back to at least the first week of February.  

a. This delay will be helpful in that it allows for more time to purchase furniture for the lower two floors.

b. On the other hand, the delay means having to negotiate the transition out of the 2nd and 3rd floors during the semester without having to close services for too long.

c. Once given a definitive move date, the library will have 14 days to move out of the 2nd and 3rd floors.

d. Once the move is complete, it will be necessary for patrons to page books; request will be grouped into batches, so there will be a 24 hr turn-around time.

e. Everything has to come out of the tower rooms, so the bound journals will be moved into storage and will be inaccessible until the work on those floors is complete.  Instructors need to make arrangements ahead of time if they are going to have a need for the bound journals during the Spring semester.  Arrangements include holding parts of the collection on reserve or allowing faculty to check out runs of a specific journal.  

f. Some concern over the effect that the delay in construction will have on the opening of Starbucks due to franchise protocol/scheduling in regards to training.

g. Library has received monies from a donor to help support construction.

h. Sara Sluss will email Colleen Dunagan and Lesley Farmer a memo regarding library access, which Colleen will distribute to the committee.  Committee members will forward the memo to the departments in their colleges.

Information Literacy:

1. Responses to the article, “Net Savvy”, that was distributed to the committee in November:

a. Hilda Sramek suggested having information literarcy workshops for faculty in order to supply faculty with appropriate language for discussing the difference between research databases and general internet searches.

b. Betsy McNeaney suggested that students need to be shown other ways of searching on the web.

c. Lesley Farmer offered that students need to be made aware of the difference between text delivered via the internet and what is posted ‘out there’ on the web.  This issues are particularly important right now given the unavailability of bound journals right now.  Would faculty find workshops on this material interesting?

d. Lesley offered for Tiffini Travis and herself to visit each of the colleges and provide informational workshops.  She asked the committee to contact their colleges and departments to find ½ hour time slots in which they could make an information literarcy presentation.

e. Sara Sluss suggested that it might be necessary to do workshops within the various departments in order to fit into faculty schedules.

f. Suggestion was made that it might be good to distribute the “Net Savvy” article to the faculty.

Students – New Generations and Transfers:

1. Committee agreed that the webpage for transfer students was informative.

New Information – Special Collection and Archives:

1. At 2:40 pm the committee reconvened in the Rare Book/Archive collection for a presenation regarding the facility.  The presentation was made by Christy French.

2. Special Collections/Archives includes the following types of materials:

a. Course syllabi – used in accreditation process and curriculum review, alumnae use for jobs/school, syllabi are public data owned by the university so access is open.

b. Art print collection – some of which has been scanned and is available online.

c. Photography collection – mostly dealing with Western United States.

d. Literature collection

e. Topical collections – for example, Dorothy Healy Collection 

f. Sheet music

g. Long Beach history collection

h. Oral History Archive (VOAHA) – large collection of materials from Cambodian community, labor movement, etc…

i. History of the CSULB

j. Committee minutes

k. Accreditation reports

3. The bigger collections have finding guides, which the librarians can provide assistance with.  If looking for materials, patrons can look online or contact a librarian.  Materials are catalogued, but non-text materials usually require looking through the finding guides, so it is good to contact the librarians.

4. Faculty can, and do, make appointments to bring classes in to look at materials – usually this is done connection with a particular assignment.

5. Only certain items can be photocopied.  Only pencils may be used while looking at materials.
