14-5

1. First issue is whether or not to include post baccalaureate students
a. Divides students as undergraduates (who have no degree with the exception of an AA and everyone else).

i. Defines post-baccalaureate in different ways.

ii. Have to declare a degree or certification before being admitted as a post-baccalaureate. 
iii. Cannot have a second baccalaureate with a Masters or a second Masters with a Masters.

b. Does the post-baccalaureate requirements need to be a separate degree?
i. Lindsay: Would make more sense to have two separate documents.

ii. Brazier: It would be clearer when referring to just Masters Degrees.

c. Will separate the policies

2. Advancement to Candidacy
a. Says now that students MUST be advanced to candidacy without any other departmental requirements.
b. Other programs do not completely limit, however may not want to have the department have too much say over requirements. 

c. Some departments are “very lax” to graduate their students.

d. CSULB does not grant catalogue rights to students who have not been advanced to candidacy.

e. No one is advanced to candidacy until at least their second semester.
f. Added “6. Passage of any examinations or other assessments of competence that the department or program may require.”

i. Is their any review to verify the legitimacy of requirements

ii. PARC would review it
iii. Departmental Committee would review it.

iv. Would not come through CEPC unless it would change the program.

g. Stanley: Would a comprehensive examination be included in advancement?

i. Would be in program of study.
ii. Too much detail would make a “one size fits all” policy.

iii. Would be a declaration to take comps, not a passing of it.

i. Catalogue rights at the time of admission to a graduate program or graduation. 

i. Don’t want departments to change requirements “mid-stream” to a student.

ii. Admissible either at time of admission or time of graduation.

iii. You elect not to enroll after being accepted, then not fully admitted.

iv. Identical to undergraduate.

v. Hostetler: Do we also have a continuance policy?
vi. Answer: if brake enrollment, students cannot have catalogue rights of admission year.

14-4 (Time Certain)

1. Addition of item 8.

a. Challenges in students who are ISP major, do not have a core experience in anything. 

b. Want to facilitate some sort of common experience in students. In order to have that ISP experience must have a way of tying together strands of courses taken for one cohesive experience.

c. Provides a workload issue for those who are asked to be available for students. 

d. ISP advisory board is unanimous in their approval for it.

e. Hostetler: Thesis is used as undergrad as well as masters?

f. Answer: There are different contexts which thesis can be used.

g. Model that they operate with in the honors program would not challenge a professor’s knowledge of a project subject. 

h. Students are required to have approval from advisor or department chair to take classes in any departments in which they take classes. 

i. Hostetler: This isn’t going to add to the total units they have to have to get a degree?

j. Answer: No is built into the 40 units required to graduate.

k. Huckaby: Is not a separate three unit course, but is a three unit Directed Study unit.

l. Any individual study is only as good as the faculty member who signs off on the project.

m. Shouldn’t the semicolons be comas?
n. After “Project” should be a colon.

d. Rarely is anything but an A given to a thesis.

e. Take out “(usually 698)”

f. System will not allow students to take more than six units in 698

2. Requirements for Additional Baccalaureate Degrees
a. If you have an undergrad degree from anywhere in the U.S. GE requirements are waved: is in violation of the policy.
