Meeting was called to order and packets were distributed including agenda, minutes, and Expedited Program Review Report for B.S. in Health Care Administration. 

Introduction of Spring 2008 members took place. 

1. Minutes of the December 19, 2007 meeting were approved with minor spelling corrections. 

2. TIME CERTAIN 2:15 p.m. for Program Assessment and Review Council Expedited Program Review Report for B.S. in Health Care Administration. 

Michelle Saint-Germain presented the expedited program Review for Bachelor of Science in Health Care Administration which is accredited by the AUPHA (Association of University Programs in Health Administration) The following was highlighted:

· In the future the Council hopes to review both Masters and B.S. combined.
· Strong program and praised by the external review and re-accredited for another 5-years.
· The application and enrollment is increasing; while faculty is not meeting this growth. The external review recommended more faculty. 
· The freshmen cohorts graduate 60-100% within four years while 40-70% of the transfer students complete in a timely manner.
· Page 5 Student Learning Outcomes and Assessment of the report was discussed. The Accreditation agency AUPHA demands a minimal student learning outcomes that the department meets.  The Department has started working on direct evidence of student learning outcomes plan since the accreditation report.  
· Page 7 tables were discussed; the department has 4 TT/FT faculty and 1 director with release time; however, one faculty does not teach because of external funding. 


The Report corrections include:

· Page 5 minor wording concerning the course syllabi not always uniform in language. 

· Page 6 minor language changes to make the discussion on student learning outcomes more evident. 

· Page 9 update item 1 and 2 under recommendations to meet the language of the external review. 

· Page 10 item #4 change to read: “In collaboration with Dean and College with… necessary to meet those targets and plan for program growth.”

UPRC for Health Care Administration recommendation:

· M/S/P the Program Review subcommittee recommends that the Council accept the BS HCA Self-Study for Accreditation by the AUPHA as the self-study for program review.  

· M/S/P the Program review subcommittee recommends that the Council accept the report from the Association of University Programs in Heath Administration as the external review report. 

· M/S/P the Program Assessment and Review Council will accept the expedited review of the BS HCA program as amended.

3. PARC Calendar (preview of upcoming features)

· reminder last chance to sign up for a review team. 

· RGRLL has no UPRC reviewers to deal with the external review teams this week. The UPRC will do their review after the external review.

· Engineering expedited review will need eight members. 

· There are two external/internal reviews in February

· There are three external/internal reviews in March.

· Outstanding expedited reviews will be contacted for a presentation date to the Council.

· Outstanding Biological Sciences report waiting for a department comment on the UPRC draft before presenting to the PARC. 

· Overall expect 20 program reviews per year and half will be expedited reviews. 

How to deal with an Expedited Review was discussed:

· Accrediting agencies are putting minimal Student Learning Outcomes on programs. CSULB expects the minimum met but include how the department is assessing these SLO either directly or indirectly throughout the career.  
· Pick the program review major headers and write accordingly. CSULB does not has have standards, unlike accrediting bodies, which do have measures hence make the reports look different.
