· PARC Question and Answers 
-Re: expedited review, Sharon Downey asked what occurs when conflicting opinions exist between accredited external reviewers and the PARC review team?  When there are differences or conflicts between the accredited review and the PARC review, the focus for PARC is local (focused on CSULB institutional concerns) and academic, not administrative (i.e. budgets and enrollment targets).

-The role of the College Member is considered a full member of the UPRC.  They are not a primary writer of the PARC report, but should proof, review and add to the document.   Chapter 5 of the curriculum handbook (go the AS site), going to the academic policy, gives a good review of the PARC charge and responsibility of the PARC members.  

-If PARC members are delinquent in fulfilling duties and participating on UPRCs the PARC Steering Committee contacts the delinquent member as well as the college dean.
-Good sample UPRC reports to refer to are:  Nursing, Chemistry/BioChemistry, Political Science, and Criminal Justice.
