1. RESOLVED:  That the Academic Senate of the California State University (ASCSU) support the substitution item for the CSU Board of Trustees’ Committee on Educational Policy’s Agenda Item 3: Upper-Division General Education and Degree Completion; and be it further
2. RESOLVED:  That the ASCSU encourage any reductions in units to degree  (both via Executive Orders and in practice on the campuses) not to focus solely on upper division GE requirements, but rather on a wide variety of integrative approaches, examination of prerequisites, outcome effectiveness, and methodologies used on other campuses when examining campus; and be it further
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]RESOLVED:  That the ASCSU explicitly note that some programs should likely remain “high unit majors” in order to protect educational quality, accreditation, and student success; and be it further
4. RESOLVED:  That the ASCSU distribute this resolution to the CSU Board of Trustees, the CSU Chancellor, CSU campus Presidents, CSU Provosts, CSU campus Senate Chairs, California State Student Association, Academic Senate for the California Community Colleges, and Academic Senate of the University of California.
RATIONALE:  Curricular decisions should be made by the faculty based on a thoughtful examination of educational outcomes and should not be reduced to targeting simply one aspect of a student’s coursework.  
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
