Parking Citation Bail Fee Increase

Beginning December 1, 2010 the bail fee for all parking citations will be increased by $3 in response to the parking surcharge included in SB 857.
The State has included an additional $3 surcharge on paid parking violations as part of the 2010 State Budget beginning 60 days after the budget is passed.  The language from the bill:


76000.3 (a) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, for each parking offense where

a parking penalty, fine, or forfeiture is imposed, an added penalty of three dollars ($3) shall


be imposed in addition to the penalty, fine, or forfeiture set by the city, district, or other


issuing agency.


(c) In those cities, districts, or other issuing agencies which elect to accept parking penalties,


And otherwise process parking violations pursuant to Article 3 (commencing with Section 


40200) of Chapter 1 of Division 17 of the Vehicle Code, that city, district, or issuing agency


shall collect the added penalty imposed by this section.  Each agency that elects to process


parking violations shall pay to the Treasurer for deposit in the Trial Court Trust Fund three


dollars ($3) for each civil parking penalty collected on each violation.  Those payments to the


Treasurer shall be made monthly.

All forms of Alternative Transportation on campus, the U-PASS, campus shuttles, RLC shuttles, and Zipcar, Zimride and carpool rewards program are funded through Fines and Forfeitures.  Absorbing this $3 surcharge will put unnecessary strain on the program budget, therefore it is essential for the department to raise campus bail fees to meet the cost of this state surcharge and continue to provide these essential services to the entire university.

Thank you for your consideration of this increase.  I appreciate your assistance in addressing the increase in bail fee to the Student Fee Advisory Committee.
