Comprehensive Exam
Grade Appeal

· A student fails their Comprehensive Exams if they fail to achieve a grade of 80% or higher on either the major exam or the minor exam, or on both exams.

· If a student fails both their major exam and their minor exam, they can attempt them a second time. The exams must be taken with the same faculty advisors.

· If a student fails either their major exam or their minor exam, they can attempt the failed portion of their exam a second time. The exam must be taken with the same faculty advisor.

· If a student would like to appeal the grade on POSC 697, they should follow the regular grade appeal process, which tasks the student with demonstrating that the grade was prejudicial, capricious, or arbitrary.
